Unless otherwise stated therein quotations shall be available for acceptance for a maximum period

of 30 days from issue and may be withdrawn at any time by written or oral notice.

TERMINATION

FORCE MAJEURE

17.1 The Company shall be excused performance of its obligations whilst and if affected by act of God gov-
ernmental restriction condition or control, any act done or not done pursuant to a trade dispute whether
such dispute involves its employees or not, default by suppliers of the Company, shortage of materials
or by any other act matter or thing beyond its reasonable control including failure by the other party to
carry out anything required for performance of the contract.
